Further to Rule 1 (B) all Clubs shall be expected to sign up to Respect.  If Club Members thereafter fail to adhere to the Respect Codes of Conduct the Club shall be expected to act appropriately in educating their parents, players or coaches to prevent those behaviours and when appropriate exclude those parents, players or coaches that continually breach.
If the club fail to act, or there are continuing complaints or discipline Charges, the League shall follow the procedure below:
Dealing with Breach by the League
If a Club/Team breach the Agreement the following implementation policy shall take place:
1.Once the League or County FA are made aware of the breach then in the first instance the League shall write to the Club and ask that they deal with that person appropriately;
2.If the same person breaches the Respect ethos again the League shall call the Club in for a meeting to discuss the situation (CWO to attend where possible) – the League shall be provided with a copy of the signed Respect Agreement (As below) to facilitate the discussion;
3.If that still fails to result in any action by the Club to deal with the person or persons breaching the Respect ethos, be that a player, coach or a parent, then an SGM shall be called and the Club or Team shall be called in to a meeting and may be excluded from the League subject to an SGM in accordance with Rule 19.
	Following Exclusion 
If it is felt appropriate at a future date to allow that Club/Team back into the League they shall first attend a League run education session and all participants who were part of the original issue (if still with the Club) shall attend.  At the subsequent AGM or SGM the Clubs can then vote as to whether it is appropriate to allow them to return.
